An abstract not exceeding 300 words should appear on the top of the first page, after the title of the paper in part titled "Abstract" (without any part number).
Corresponding author needs to be defined in the papers which have more than one author. If not, the author name written in the first place will be accepted as the corresponding author.

Keywords: five keywords separated by commas, all starts with lower case except proper nouns

It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Spelling and grammatical errors, as well as language usage problems, are not acceptable. There is a strict limitation to the number of pages and the length of the paper should not exceed 10 pages including abstract, main body, figures, tables and references. Additional pages are subject to additional payment that can be seen on our website. So, all full-papers should be written on the given full-paper template within the 10 pages limit. In the contrary case, the full-papers will be converted into the template format and additional pages generated due to the full-paper template will be charged to the participant at the Conference Registration Desk during the conference. It is the responsibility of the author to comply with the writing rules. 
Papers should clearly describe the background of the subject, the authors’ work, including the methods used, and concluding discussion on the importance of the work. Papers are to be prepared in English (British or American) and SI-units shall be used. Technical terms should be explained unless they may be considered to be known to the broader architectural community. Acronyms should be written out at their first appearance.
paper format
The uniform outlook will help the reader to follow the proceedings. This can be obtained most easily if authors use this template file to construct their papers. Please note the following details: this template is an A4 format with 25 mm margins left, right, top and bottom.
All text paragraphs should be single spaced, with first line intended by 10 mm. Position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this example. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs. There is space in the paragraph settings of the file, so all the text should be written in Normal paragraph style except headings. Please DO NOT change any of the above-mentioned page, paragraph, and font settings.
Headings
All the main headings should be in Heading 1 style whereas the sub-titles should be in Heading 2 style. The styles of the template format already had been designed for the usage of the author. While writing the full-paper, author needs to select the headings from the style menu of this file. 
As an additional information about headings, all the headings should have double line spacing.  The paragraph features of the headings are: 
· Main Headings: The spacing before the text is 18 and after is 6. 
· Sub-titles (headings): The spacing before the text is 12 and after is 12.
Header, Footer, Page Numbering
If this template is used when writing the full paper, headers and footers will be set automatically. Authors should not place number on the pages. 
Fonts
Papers should use 12-point Calibri font. The styles available are bold, italic and underlined.
Text in figures should not be smaller than 10-point font size.
Tables and Figures
Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Styles Heading Table and Caption Figure are available in this template for tables and figures. The references should be given for all the figures and tables/charts. For detailed information about referencing please, check 2.6.

Tables and figures should be placed close after their first reference in the text and their explanation has to be written by using 11-point Calibri font. All figures and tables should be numbered. Table headings should be centred above the tables. Figure captions should be centred below the figures. Table headings should have spacing of before 12, after 6. Figure captions should have spacing of before 6, after 6. All the text written in the figures should be readable. Please do not make them smaller.

Equations
Each equation should be presented on a separate line from the text with a blank space above and below. Equations should be clear and expressions used should be explained in the text. The equations should be numbered consecutively at the outer right margin, as shown in Eq. (1) and (2) below. Here is one example. See also examples given in references. 
Web References 
The web references in the text should be given in parenthesis such as [1] and should be listed under Web References in numerical order. See also examples in given Web References.
SUBMITTING THE Paper
The final version of the paper and the abstract should be submitted until the deadline for full-paper submission given on the Conference Website. 
The final paper file name should be the same name as for the accepted abstract (e.g. “Final_paper_SP_SUS_030_name_lastname”).
