The Main Text
The main text should include the following information and/or sections.
· Introduction: The introduction should include a literature background related to the aim of the research. A detailed literature background is more than needed, and the summary of the research should be avoided. 
· Materials and methods: Sufficient detail should be provided in order to allow the work to be reproduced. If methods already published are used, then it should be indicated by a reference, and only modifications done during the research should be described.
· Results: Results should be clear.
· Discussion: discussion should be about the results of the research and should underline the significance of the results of the research. Results and Discussion sections can be combined as well.
· Conclusion: The main conclusions of the research should be stated in this section. Avoiding unnecessary extensions of the Conclusion section will help it stand alone.
Headings
All the main headings should be in Heading 1 style whereas the sub-titles should be in Heading 2 style. The styles of the template format already had been designed for the usage of the author. While writing the full-paper, author needs to select the headings from the style menu of this file. 
Header, Footer, Page Numbering
If this template is used when writing the full paper, headers and footers will be set automatically. Authors should not place number on the pages. 
Fonts
Papers should use 12-point Times New Roman. The styles available are bold, italic and underlined.
Text in figures should not be smaller than 10-point font size.
Tables and Figures
Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. Styles Heading Table and Caption Figure are available in this template for tables and figures. The references should be given for all the figures and tables/charts. For detailed information, check the Journal’s webpage.

1. Cover letter (refer Submitting Paper for details) 
2. Author/s Details Page: Authors’ full names and affiliations should be listed on this page. Affiliation refers to the Institution where the author was working during the research of the Manuscript. If any of the authors or co-authors change their affiliation after the research phase, this will be written as an endnote. ORCID numbers of the authors should be given too. Additionally, corresponding author should be identified with his/her email address. Please write Biographical notes on authors in this file. Please use the template for authors details page. 
3. The main file should not include author’s information. Please use the template. 
4. Tables list (please list all the tables which you will separately upload in a word file). Please use this tables list template.
5. Figures list (please list all the tables which you will separately upload in a word file) Please use this figures list template. 
6. All the tables of your manuscript must be saved and uploaded separately. Each file must be named as it is numbered in the paper such as Table 1 or Table 2. Please upload editable files.
7. All the figures of your manuscript must be saved and uploaded separately. Each file must be named as it is numbered in the paper, such as Figure 1 or Figure 2a. 
8. Copyright Transfer Agreement: Please download and fill the form. After you sign the agreement, please upload the scanned copy of the agreement. 
9. Declaration of interest statement: Please download and fill out the form. After you sign the statement, please upload a scanned copy of the statement. 
Conference Programme and proceedings
This Journal uses its own online system to manage the peer-review process.
